In line with Girlguiding branding, the final badge has been slightly tweaked




. This challenge can be undertaken by any member of Girlguiding (Rainbows, Brownies,
Guides, Rangers, Young Leaders, adult volunteers and Trefoil).

. To earn the badge, individuals must complete 25 activities from the list of 70 (we picked 25,
as The Queen was 25 years old when she ascended to the Throne).

. It is 25 clauses, regardless of age of the individual completing the badge; if Units wish to
increase the number of clauses to make it more challenging for older girls, they can do so at
their own discretion.

. Activities can be completed, in any order, remotely by individual members or as part of a
Unit meeting and/or at a Unit, District or Division event.

. Any Unit Leader can sign off the badge, as long as they have seen the evidence of 25
challenges completed. If the Leader has seen evidence and signed off the badge, we do not
need to see the evidence.

. Leaders to order in bulk on behalf of the girls in their Units; individual orders from parents
will not be accepted.

QUEEN’S PLATINUM JUBILEE CHALLENGE BADGE

Complete 25 activities to earn the badge. There are 70 challenges to choose from.

No. | Description Done

1 Craft: Make a crown and wear it for the day.

2 Craft: Make a Queen’s Guardsman out of an empty toilet or kitchen roll.

3 Cooking/Baking: The Queen’s favourite breakfast is kippers; try some.

4 Craft: Make a Queen’s head suncatcher.

5 Craft: Draw or colour in the Union Jack flag.

6 Craft: The Queen’s favourite dog is a corgi, draw a picture of one.

7 | Craft: Make bunting and hang it up to display it.

8 Craft: Draw a picture of The Queen.

9 | Activity: The Queen’s favourite colour is blue; wear blue for the day.

10 | Game: Complete the Royal Family crossword included in this pack-up.

11 | Craft: Draw a red London bus.

12 | Cooking/Baking: The Queen’s favourite fruit is strawberries, have some with
cream or ice cream.

13 | Craft: Make your own Royal flag and hang it up.

14 | Game: Complete the Royal Family quiz included in this pack-up.

15 | Craft: The Queen is the only person allowed to drive without a licence; design a
driving licence for The Queen.

16 | Activity: Write a short paragraph about your favourite Royal.

17 | Craft: Draw a picture of your favourite member of the Royal Family.

18 | Craft: The Queen’s coronation was on 6 February 1952. This was also the year
that the first Mr Potato head was sold. Make your own Mr Potato Head.

19 | Craft: Draw the Royal Family tree showing who will be our next King or Queen.

20 | Craft: Make a model castle out of any material you like.

21 | Craft: The Queen owns an elephant, 2 giant turtles, a jaguar and pair sloths
who live in London Zoo. Draw a picture of one of these animals.

22 | Cooking/Baking: Try or make Queen of Hearts jam tarts.

23 | Craft: Design a stamp.

24 | Activity: The Queen invented a new breed of dog when one of her corgi’s had a
puppy with one of her dachshunds - this new breed is called a dorgi. What breed
of new dog would you make?

25 | Craft: Draw a picture of your favourite Queen’s crown.

Craft: Make a Union Jack cootie-catcher/fortune teller. Template included in
this pack-up.

Game: The Queen owns many racehorses, have a pretend horse race with
friends.

32 | Cooking/Baking: Make jubilee crown biscuits.

33 | Craft: The Queen loves horses and has many; make your own paper craft horse.

34 | Craft: Make a paper plate Queen’s Golden Coach.

35 | Craft: Paint a rock with a jubilee theme and leave it for others to find.

36 | Craft: The Queen technically owns all of the swans in the UK; paint a swan.

37 | Craft: Make a lollipop stick Queen’s Guard.

45 | Activity: In 1937, The Queen was a Girl Guide at the 15t Buckingham Palace
Company. The Guide unit practiced pitching tents, cooking on a campfire, and
learning first aid. Try ones of these activities.

46 | Activity: Have a tea party.

47 | Craft: Make a Queen’s sceptre.

48 | Activity: The Queen does a Christmas broadcast every year to the nation, what
would your Christmas broadcast say? Film your Christmas broadcast.

49 | Craft: Make patriotic paper chains and hang them up.

50 | Activity: The Queen waves to the crowds, practise your royal wave.

51 | Activity: Take part in a street party.

52 | Craft: Send The Queen a card.

53 | Activity: Whilst a Girl Guide, The Queen did lots of badges - design a badge you
think The Queen would have earned.
